Purpose 

This Code of Conduct has been developed to clarify and distinguish approved and accepted ethical and moral behavior from 
that which is detrimental to the development of the sport of soccer ŀƴŘ ȅƻǳƴƎ ǇŜƻǇƭŜΦ ό¢ƘŜ ǘŜǊƳ άtŀǊŜƴǘέ ǎƘŀƭƭ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜΣ ōǳǘ 
is not limited to Mother, Father, Step Parents, Brothers, Sisters, Grandparents, and family friends.) 

Responsibility to Child  
¶ I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, game officials, administrators, and fans with respect. 

¶ I will be supportive of my child.  Praise not just scoreboard success, but attitudinal changes, co-operation with 

team mates, toleration, forgiveness of mistakes, team play, and even discipline. You are raising a child, not a soccer 

player, and all of the life skills your child learns in this or any other organized activity will help them become better 

people. 

¶ I will handle disappointment, if it occurs through disputes, my ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ǎƪƛƭƭΣ ƻŦŦƛŎƛŀƭǎ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŘŜŎƛǎƛƻƴΣ ǇƭŀŎŜƳŜƴǘ 

on a team, etc. with dignity, maturity and common sense.  No one wins all their arguments, plays their best all the 

time, or agrees with every decision. 

Responsibility to Coach  
¶ There can be only one coach on the team and that person has been selected by the team.  I will not attempt to be 

the invisible coach for the team. 

¶ I will not come onto the field for any reason during the game. 

Responsibility to Team  
¶ I will place the emotional and physical well being of all players ahead of any personal desire to win. 

¶ All players and parents are expected to check email routinely and provide the club and team administrator with a 

reliable parent email. Parents are encouraged to utilize email and the club website (www.woodburysoccer.com) on 

a daily basis for updates including training and schedules.  

¶ Team administrators will send out emails and will not be expected to contact families via phone unless in the case 

of an emergency. Email, website and hotline will be the primary way of communication. 

¶ If a dispute between myself and team officials or administration occurs, I will handle it with dignity and through 

proper channels.  Gossip, infighting, grudges, etc. are not credible examples of mature behavior. 

Responsibility to Match  (Game) 
¶ I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, game officials, and 

administrators at all times. 

¶ I will remember that the game is for the players, not for the adults

¶ I will not criticize game officials. 

Responsibility to Woodbury Soccer Club  
¶ I will support the coaches, officials, and administrators working with my child, in order to encourage a positive and 

enjoyable experience for all. 

¶ Alcohol, illegal drugs and unauthorized prescription drugs shall not be possessed, consumed or distributed before, 

during or after any game or at any other time at the field and/or game complex.  

¶ I will refrain from any activity or conduct that may be detrimental or reflect adversely upon WSC. 

Your 

support and much needed assistance very often mean the difference between a rewarding, productive season and 

a mediocre, frustrating one. 

¶ I will volunteer 3 hours annually or pay $60

Failure to comply may result in the suspension of your privilege to participate in the Woodbury Soccer Club, for 
the following periods: 

1st offen se suspension minimum fifteen (15 ) days to a maximum of one (1) year  
2nd offense su spension for a minimum of thirty (30) days to a maximum of two (2 ) years  
3rd offense sus pension for a minimum of one (1) year to a maximum of five (5 ) years.  
  
NOTE:   Any individual charged with a violation  of this Code of Ethics shall be afforded due process as defined 
in Woodbury Soccer Clubôs bylaws before the implementation of any suspension.
